The library provide a flexible space with a
wide and inclusive range of resources to
support learning and teaching throughout
the school. It serves not only the students,
staff, and faculty, but also our local pastors. It
help provide resources and services ina
variety of media to meet the needs of our
students for education, information and
personal development including recreation
and leisure.

We currently serve over 70 full-time students
undertaking classes.
