This bibliographical essay identifies and describes the special collections of the State Library of Pennsylvania related to religion in colonial Pennsylvania.  The article will focus on the Library’s holdings of rare books, pamphlets, periodicals, and newspapers from the 17th and 18th centuries.  The arrangement of the essay will be chronological and topical, ranging from the published works of Proprietor William Penn to the missionary works of Methodist Francis Asbury and Moravian David Zeisberger.  Although the essay will focus on original printed works, it will also mention the related electronic and microform resources.
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
